• Perform moisture mapping and loss documentation.  

• Participate in our 24 hour on call rotation, responding to emergency losses after hours and on 
weekends, as dictated by the on-call schedule. Overtime for this position is required, but is not 
guaranteed.  

• Carpet and upholstery cleaning in residential and commercial locations.
